� Same Greek word for “Hallowed” be Thy name in the Lord’s prayer.  How do we Hallow Christ as God (Lord = Kurios, God)?  Hope in Christ v15 not self-esteem.  What kind of hope?  Fearless v14, well defended v15, meek (gentle not a mean-debater) v15, and zealous hope (not passive about holy living but active; Sovereignty of God gives hope change is possible not that change is not necessary) (� HYPERLINK "http://www.desiringgod.org" ��www.desiringgod.org� 1 Peter 3 sermons)


� SIX Encouragements to help you suffer: 1. vs. 17 God is not against you; 2. vs. 17-18 Christ also suffered, 3. vs. 18 Christ triumphed over our greatest enemy (SIN); 4. vs. 19-20 learn from Noah (a. no time and space where Christ is not/has not been to be with the sufferers; b. suffer now for a while or suffer for eternity like those in hell; c. only a few (8 persons) were saved – the road is narrow and of suffering that leads to life; 5. baptism’s lesson v21 = I am dead and now alive in Christ, no longer facing judgment; 6. v22. God’s own son rules over all – the demons / Satan has no freedom to harm you with out God’s authority and design (� HYPERLINK "http://www.desiringgod.org" ��www.desiringgod.org� 1 Peter 3 sermons)


� Grudem: Christ witnessed through Noah to the unbelieving people of his day that are now in hell (not, Christ went to hell during his 3 days; Luke 23:43 TODAY, you will be with me in Paradise)


� FIVE pieces to the armor in “arming” yourself with this thought to suffer like Christ: 1. Christ has suffered v1; 2. when we suffer, we make a clean break from sin v1-2; 3. any amount of past sinning is enough v3; 4. your adversaries, the maligners, will be judged justly (1 Peter 2:23 same) v5; 5. you believers, after you die, will live again in the joys of God in heaven and NOT to the One who Judges sin in His wrath v6 (� HYPERLINK "http://www.desiringgod.org" ��www.desiringgod.org� 1 Peter 4:1-11 sermons)


� End is near – 3 options: 1. Peter was wrong and disobeyed what he heard from Christ in Luke 21 that no one knows the times/epochs; 2. Peter meant that the return of Christ is imminent – not likely since he also heard Christ say in Matt 24 that first the gospel must be preached to all nations and also it would be 5 years before the fall of Jerusalem which also had to happen first; 3. Given how fast God had caused the gospel to spread, 2000 on Pentecost, Paul all over Europe/Asia, etc. at this rate it may happen in your lifetime


� Six reasons for joy in our suffering: 1. v12 it is not meaningless and v19 He wills it; 2. v13 it is evidence of your union with Christ; 3. v13b it will strengthen your assurance, being readied for glory; 4. v14 God will give you exactly what you need at deep times of suffering – Himself – even if you can’t image HOW you would make it through something that today seems unbearable; 5. v16 it glorified God – How do we glorify God? You have actions and attitudes that show Christ is MORE glorious to you than anything this world offers; 6. v19 the Creator (who makes all things and sovereignly rules all things) guards you (based largely on � HYPERLINK "http://www.desiringgod.org" ��www.desiringgod.org� 1 Peter 4:12-19 sermon)


� Proverbs 11:31, “If it is hard for the righteous to be saved,” [is] to emphasize God’s disciplinary demands on His children.. “Endure hardship as discipline; God is treating you as sons” (Heb. 12:7). The Bible Knowledge Commentary  Hebrews 12 links back to Hebrews 10:43 that says that the sufferings of you losing your property for visiting Christians in prison for their faith is discipline that GOD brings to your life for your peace and holiness, without which no one will see God.


� Back to 1:5 5who are protected by the power of God through faith for a salvation ready to be revealed in the last time. (like the invincibility ring if worn…)
